We have been very busy in the art room this fall. 

The K-1 students have been working on Matisse, shapes, color and how to use space. They have also had some fun working on holiday projects as well.
 In K-2 the students just finished up a still life of a fruit bowl and wow does it look amazing.
 First grade is in the process of working on the nutcracker. They are focusing on using space and proportion. Ask them how easy it is to make a nutcracker using shapes.
 The second grade learned how the color wheel works. They experimented with paint to create secondary colors. They are now working on one point perspective. 
The third graders in room 101 are working on making a diorama that shows how some children access books around the world. Ask them about the country they are working on. 
In 102 they just finished an optical illusion using one point perspective. 
The fourth grade is in the process of making optical illusions using line. It is a great way to learn how to have control when doing ruler work. 
The fifth grade is working on masks. Each and every one are so unique and their eye for detail is incredible. Have them share with you some techniques they have learned. I am sure you will be just as amazed as I am at what they produce. 
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
