Sexto Grado

En sexto grado, el estudiante aprenderd los conceptos de razones y proporciones y los usard para resolver problemas narrados. Los estudiantes mejorardn su
velocidad y precision para dividir nimeros enteros de varios digitos asi como para sumar, restar, multiplicar y dividir nimeros decimales de varios digitos. El
estudiante contfinuard su trabajo con fracciones y decimales para comprender el concepto de nimero racional—un nimero que se puede representar por la
division de dos enteros, como 2, 0.75, o 2. El estudiante también aprenderd a escribir y resolver ecuaciones—expresiones matematicas que usan simbolos como
20+x = 35—y aplicard estas herramientas para resolver problemas narrados de varios pasos. Las actividades relacionadas con estos conocimientos incluiran:

Entender y aplicar los conceptos de razon y proporcion y usar el lenguaije correcto para expresarlos—por ejemplo, la razén de alas a picos en una
bandada de pdjaros es 2 a 1 porque hay 2 alas por cada pico

Ampliar su uso de la multiplicacién y la divisién para dividir fracciones entre fracciones

Entender que los numeros positivos y negativos estan en lados opuestos del cero en la recta numeérica ¢ Usar pares de numeros (incluso negativos) como
coordenadas para localizar puntos en un diagrama

Escribir y evaluar expresiones con exponentes enteros, como 15+32

Reconocer y escribir expresiones matematicas equivalentes aplicando las propiedades de las operaciones. Por ejemplo, reconocer que 2 (3+x) es lo
mismo que 6+2x

Comprender que resolver una ecuacion como 2+x = 12 significa responder a la pregunta “;qué valor debe tener x para que esta expresién sea cierta?”
